Paragraph Response
1. What is copyright? Explain what it covers and its purpose. Identify the main rights it includes. Finally, briefly identify and explain two exceptions to copyright.

Ans: Copyright is a form of legal protection for “works of original authorship.” Copyright applies to virtually any form of creative expression (prose, poetry, music, dance, architecture, etc.) once it is in “fixed form,” i.e. a form in which it can be preserved and from which it can again be perceived or communicated. The work does not have to be registered to be protected, although registration is advisable and may be required in the event of legal proceedings to enforce copyright. The purpose of copyright is to encourage the production of creative works, which is generally regarded as an important social goal.


There are five main rights associated with copyright. These are the rights to: reproduce the work; produce derivative works; distribute copies to the public; perform the work publicly; and display the work publicly.


Two exceptions to copyright are works in the public domain and fair uses of copyright protected works. Works in the public domain include those never covered by copyright (for instance, most government publications or those never put in fixed form, such as an impromptu dance routine) and works for which copyright has expired. [Works for hire are also an exception in the sense that the copyright does not belong, as it usually does, to the creator of the work but, rather, to the employer.] 

2. What is the DMCA?  Identify and briefly explain its main provisions. Identify and explain two specific concerns that have been raised about the DMCA.

Ans: The DMCA is the Digital Millennium Copyright Act, an extension to the U.S. copyright laws enacted in 1998. The DMCA was created in response to the concerns of copyright holders over “digital piracy,” the unauthorized downloading and sharing of digital versions of various creative works such as music and films. It was also a response to the requirements established by the World Intellectual Property Organization.


The DMCA established standards and procedures to clarify permissible copying and distribution of digital media by libraries, archives, and educational institutions. It also limited the liability of ISPs (Internet Service Providers) for copyright infringement by their subscribers, provided that the ISP took certain corrective measures as soon as a possible copyright infraction had been identified. The act also made it illegal to circumvent the electronic protection measures connected with copyright protected works even in cases in which no criminal use is made of such works. Finally, it also criminalized the creation and distribution of any technology that can be used to circumvent such electronic protection measures, even if the technology is not actually used for this purpose.


The DMCA has raised several significant concerns. These include: potential abuse of copyright claims; limitation of fair uses of copyright protected media; discouraging research; and stifling creative expression. [answers may address any two of these]


The act may lead to abuse of copyright claims because ISPs have a strong incentive to immediately remove any media for which they have received a notice of copyright infringement even if no infringement has actually occurred. The act may interfere with traditionally allowable fair uses because it outlaws access to any electronically protected media by criminalizing the use of any device to circumvent the protection, regardless of whether or not the use was a fair one. The act discourages research in the area of electronic protection measures because the creation of any technology to circumvent them is outlawed, regardless of the actual use made of that technology. Finally, it has been argued that the act discourages creative expression because its restrictions make it difficult or impossible for individuals to make use of media selections for comment, criticism, or inclusion in new works even if such uses would have been permissible in the past.
